Teams shall submit their strength ladder line-ups, which
shall specify singles player #1, singles player #2, singles player #3, doubles team #1 and doubles team #2 at the beginning of the
District Team Tennis Tournament. With the exception of authorized substitutions for illness, or injury, or other extenuating



circumstances (as determined by the appropriate Tournament Director), a team'’s strength ladder line-up may not be changed
throughout the respective District and Inter-District Team Tennis Tournament.
