. Victories over out-of-state opponents or non-PIAA opponents will receive the lowest points,
total of 6pts.
. Tournament games, scrimmages, and exhibitions games do not count.
. Forfeiture of a contest will be governed by the PIAA rules.
Rankings are based on all school schedules that are submitted to the District 5 statistician by
the first legal playing date for that sport season. No games added after the season begins may
be counted.
G. Ranking is in order of a total number points accumulated divided by the number of games
played, excluding tournaments, scrimmage/exhibition games.
